Call to Order

Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the board of supervisors to order at 7:00 PM.  

Approval of the Minutes 

The June regular meeting minutes were presented for approval.  Minor corrections were noted.  Supervisor Schultz moved to pass the minutes as corrected.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Ed  Semrud presented the Treasurer’s Report for June 2010.  The first half property tax payment will be reflected in the July statement, as will the payment to Hard Drives for road maintenance.  The board requested Mr. Semrud watch for payment of gravel taxes, expecting these be higher due to the roadwork underway.  Supervisor Goette moved to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Mr. Semrud noted that the annual report had been filed with the State Auditor to meet the June 30, 2010 deadline.  


Mr. Stensland noted that the state surcharge for building permits valued less than $15,000 would be increased from $0.50 to $5.00.  Supervisor Schultz moved to adjust the total permit fee charged by the township from $90 to $95.00 to cover that additional surcharge.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices


A motion to pay the invoices as presented was made by Supervisor Schultz.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.  A request was made to refund the escrow money from Mr. and Mrs. Fear.  They have withdrawn their request for variance.  Chairman Kyllo moved to return the remaining funds.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  


Mr. Ryan Stempski presented the change order and request for final payment the invoice from Harddrives, Inc. for 2010 street improvement projects.  This will start the one year warranty period for the road work.  

Township Property Safety Review


The Township received a call with concern over the safety of a foreclosed property on Mendell Avenue.  There had been erosion issues, and damage to the property which present conditions that are perceived as not safe.  Mr. Stensland noted that part of the foundation has sustained damage.  He also noted that the property, not yet occupied, is posted as “no further work.  Mr. McDonald noted there is a statute in reference to hazardous buildings that allows the town to issue an order for repair of an unsafe condition.  


Supervisor Schultz would like to see a fence around the damaged area, at a minimum, to control access.  Supervisor Goette suggested a letter be sent to the homeowner, and the securing parties, directing repair, citing the public safety concerns. 


The motion was made by Supervisor Goette to direct the letter to the homeowner and all lien holders, directing repair and fencing to control access.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Election Judge Roster


Supervisor Goette moved to approve the slate of election judges presented by the clerk for the 2010 primary and 2010 general election.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Noxious Weed Infestation


The board was informed by citizens that the thistle growth is more dominant this year than in years past.  Per Washington County, the procedure is to notify the landowner to treat the noxious weeds.  It was determined that a notice, through the next township letter, would be sent to all residents, with a link to the state website, identifying the need to control noxious weeds, be included in the next newsletter.

Additional Business


The clerk asked if payment of the allocation of taxes for the Century College Trucking School had been made from Afton to West Lakeland Township.  It was suggested that the West Lakeland Clerk contact the Afton clerk to complete the transaction.


The August board meeting will be held on Thursday August 5, 2001 at 7:00 PM.


It was noted that the MS4 permit has been submitted to the State of Minnesota, and recommended for approval

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
