                                 Fire Warden Training from Art Widerstrom of DNR

Special Guest – Art Widerstrom of DNR as trainer for issuing burning permits

The educational part of this meeting is to certify other Board members to issue burning permits and began with Chairman Kyllo introducting Art Widerstrom of the DNR.  Mr. Widerstrom said that we could reach him anytime if we have issues or questions regarding permits.  His contact numbers:  612-390-9825(cell); 982-9720(work) and 215-1221(fax).   He mentioned that the burning restrictions will go on April 10th.

            He explained the different types of fires which need permits. There are “piled” fires that contain shrub, chipping, construction and tree materials.  There should not be any permits issued for root burning!  Then there are the running fires; such as, prairie burns, pastures and ditches(exception could be gardens).  Wardens in West Lakeland should go to the DNR to obtain permits for this type of fire as they would have to look at a variance on running fires.  West Lakeland officials can be more restrictive than the DNR.  A variance during burning restriction time would be for: 1) Agricultural(farming)  2) Natural Resources(prairie restoration-buckthorn eradication-usually issued for up to two weeks but usually for 2 days).  Party doing the burn should be trained in fires of this nature. 3) Commercial(rare) which would require getting something out of the way.


The process that the West Lakeland fire wardens will be using is that the resident wanting to burn will need to contact a warden and go to the office of that person.  The warden will determine the type of fire, wind situation(typically wind should be no more than 10 mph but is at the discretion of the Board) etc., issue permit and then fax(430-7613) to Washington County Sheriff’s Department Communication Center   Mr. Widerstrom instructed the Wardens to put West Lakeland in large letters with Twp. 29 and Range 20  before faxing so that the Sheriff’s Office can quickly discern where the permit is coming from.  


The Board thanked Mr. Widerstrom for his travel and time to educate and certify the Board members on burning permit issuance.

Restructure of  building inspection fees 

                                was also discussed to accommodate these new mandates

                  Discussion followed regarding a resident reporting an illicit 

                  discharge event.   Matt will forward a format of what this might look 

                  like from Angie Hong.  Dan Kyllo will be main person to contact on 

                  illicit discharge.


      Dan will be the Board member that will be trained in the regulatory 

                  program.  He will be on the lookout for response, correction and

                  documentation.  He will also report the number of incidents which will 

                  be  provided to the engineer. 

                  With regard to training on the hazards associated with illicit  

                  discharge, through WCD, VBWD, etc.,  Dan might involve Ron in this 

                  activity.  Dan will contact Amy Carolan of BWSR and Jay Ryggs of

                  Washington Co. Conservation District for help with this.  

                  Educational Requirements on possible illicit discharge activities; i.e.  

                  grass clippings and swimming pool policies, could be addressed on the

                  Township website.

MCM 6 –  Pollution Control/Good Housekeeping

                 Today’s meeting will fulfill the requirement of the Township to 

                 coordinate inspections and record retention of  the items under this 

                 section.  Dan will be the recipient of the records on storm grate 

                 complaints, street sweeping and structural pollution control devices.

                 Dan will work on a list of annual pond and outfalls to be accounted for 

                 and reported.  Each years list will encompass 20% of the total in the   

                 Township to be accomplished in five year time span.   

MCM IV AND MCM IX – Impaired Waters and Waters with Restricted Discharges


      The St. Croix River is declared an impaired body of water.  Dan said that if a larger project as it regards the St. Croix, a budgeting discussion would have to occur if there are requirements that we will need to fulfill due to our proximity and involvement with the River.
