Call to Order, Public Hearing Storm Water Management Plan


Chairman Kyllo called the public hearing for the West Lakeland Storm water Management Plan at 7:00 PM.  Eleven residents were in attendance.   West Lakeland Township is designated as an MS4 community, required to maintain an NPDES permit, renewed annually,

Mr. Stempski noted the actions completed over the past year.   Public education and outreach are accomplished by the Township’s membership in the East Metro Water Education Program.  This program provides training opportunities, public education, and content for the Township website.  Membership in that organization is ongoing.  The Township has initiated a discharge detection and prevention program, and over the next year, will expect to begin to look at additional ordinances to enforce the program.  Details and documents to manage construction site water discharge control measures have been put in place.   The Township building inspector, Mr. Duane Stensland has completed a certification course in storm water erosion control measures and practices.  To manage post construction storm water management is managed by ensuring compliance with the standards and performance measures put in place by the Valley Branch Watershed District and Middle St Croix Watershed District.   The Board has completed the initial inspection and identification of all covered outlets and outfalls.  Documentation of these inspections has been completed and the Township is developing a prioritized list of necessary improvements and corrections.  

In addition to the inspections, the Township has completed the annual street sweeping and completed immediate necessary repairs.  

The remaining areas to be addressed are to monitor discharge into the St Croix River, and to track outfalls into this impaired waterway.  The final requirement is to monitor impaired waterways.   The Township outlets into two impaired waterways are Lake St. Croix and the St. Croix River.  Future activity includes compiling TMDL (total maximum daily load) measurements from the Township storm water drainage ways into these waters.

Mr. Dave Dupay has completed a map database of the inspected and identified storm water control measures.  The Township has completed the inventory of water management outlets of 15” or greater (MS4 requirement is to track water outlets of 24” or greater).   Inventory of the ponds and wetlands is ongoing.


Supervisor Goette asked what the Township’s expenditures into this program have been.  Ms. Agrimson noted that $31,000 has been allocated to MS4 compliance.  Key expenditures have been the cost of developing the permit application, necessary inspection forms, and putting a compliance program into place.  Primary cost drivers into the future are expected to be maintenance costs. 


The public hearing was adjourned at 7:30 PM.

Call to Order


The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 7:30 PM.

Approval of the Minutes


Minor corrections were made to the draft minutes of the May regular meeting.  A motion to approve the minutes as corrected was proposed by Supervisor Schultz.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Mr. Jeremy Peterson, request for livestock


Mr. Jeremy Peterson, with a residence on 10th Street and Orwell, appeared before the board to discuss keeping chickens on his property.  He is interested in getting three chickens to maintain on his lot.   The chickens, hens bred for use within city limits, will be housed in the back of the garage, with a 12x18 ft fenced area, with a secondary 90 x 90 fenced area.  The quantity and conditions of housing are within the terms of the ordinance.  Chairman Kyllo moved, seconded by Supervisor Goette, to approve the request.  The motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the treasurer’s report for May 2010.  The report reflects revenues of $10,000 and expenses of $26,000.  


Supervisor Goette asked about charging engineering expenses to the road and bridge account.  Expenses are being delineated to either the general fund or the road and bridge account effective in 2010, but funds were not allocated to the road and bridge account for that purpose.    Mr. Semrud will look at transferring additional funds to the Road and Bridge account to cover the budgeted engineering expenses.   Supervisor Goette also asked about the appropriateness of charging the expenses for clearing trees from a Township deeded out lot to the road and bridge account.  Supervisor Goette expressed concerns that the funds are used appropriately, and that the funds dedicated for road and bridge are used for that purpose.  Mr. Semrud commented that he had no concerns around the legality of the expenditure, but will investigate the circumstances further.  Supervisor Goette moved to approve the treasurer’s report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Mr. Semrud provided a statement concerning the last volunteer recognition dinner.  There is $700 left in the fund from last year’s donations, which should cover this year’s event. 

Review and Pay Invoices

Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.
Insurance Coverage


Chairman Kyllo reported that the review of coverage comparison between the Minnesota Association of Township and Countrywide was ongoing, and no changes in coverage would be made at this time.

Conditional Use Permit, Nancy Johnson

Ms. Nancy Johnson requested the board for an update to her conditional use permit for a salon to adjust the hours noted o the permit to add an additional day, and 2 additional hours each day.  Supervisor Goette raised concern about the traffic generated after 5 PM.   Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the revision to the permit.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Kyllo.  The motion passed, with Supervisor Goette casting a nay vote. 

Chuck Fear, Request for Variance


Due to a misunderstanding, Mr. Fear did not appear before the planning commission for the required review.  Concern was also raised that the construction could be in violation of neighborhood covenants.  The Township cannot hold action based on covenants.  Mr. and Mrs. Fear wish to continue with the request, and verbally requested an extension of 60 days from Chairman Kyllo.   Chairman Kyllo moved to direct the clerk to send notification of extension to Mr. and Mrs. Fear, to allow for 120 days from the date of application for review, noting the verbal request.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Ordinance Modification, Breezeway Language

The board reviewed proposed language to address breezeway construction from the planning commission.  The purpose of the language is to clarify when, if two structures are connected, they are counted as a single structure or two structures.  The board discussed considering a different modification, addressing allowing more than one accessory structure on the lot.  Supervisor Goette recommended the issue be referred back to the planning commission to discuss multiple accessory buildings.  

Comprehensive Plan

Chairman Kyllo and Mr. Dupay met with Mr. Tom Caswell, of the Metropolitan Council, to review the remaining open issues with the comprehensive plan.  Minor changes were made and suggested, and will be provided to Mr. Caswell as amendments, thus allowing the plan to continue through to the committee.

Additional Business

The board reviewed and signed the resolution documenting the approval of the variance for Mr. John Prichard.

Mr. Stempski reviewed the documents transferring liability for work done by Tower Asphalt to Harddrives, with the sale of the business.  Harddrives has recognized the liabilities and the bonds in effect through the warranty period.

Mr. McDonald reviewed the final agreement with Afton for the split of tax revenue for the Century College site.  Payment from Afton should be forthcoming.

The board reviewed the draft resolution documenting the home occupation permit for Mr. Fultz.  Supervisor Goette moved to authorize the chairman to sign outside the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


The August meeting date will be changed, with the discussion favoring either Thursday, August 5, or Tuesday, August 3.  The clerk will provide more detail.


The board discussed short course attendance in June or July, with no firm commitment made at this time.


It was noted that the Bayport Fire Department will be conducting a training fire at the property owned by Aggregate industries.  The Department of Natural Resources has already approved the burn.

Mr. Stensland noted to the board a meeting called by the township engineering firm for Lakeland to review the water services to be provided to West Lakeland residence.  

Chairman Kyllo noted an incident with excessive traffic at the Lucy Winton Bell soccer fields.  The core issue is that there is not enough access or parking to move traffic at the time games start and finish, since all games tend to finish and start at the same time.

Adjourn

Having no further business, Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 10:04 PM.
