Call to Order
	Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:05 PM.

Approval of the Minutes	
	The board reviewed the minutes of the August 5, 2010 meeting.  After minor corrections, Supervisor Goette moved to approve the minutes as corrected.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried. 	

Treasurer’s Report	
	Mr. Ed Semrud presented the treasurer’s report, reflecting $100,000 in expenses revenue of which $67,000 of these expenses relate to seasonal road and bridge repair.  The second half 2010 property taxes will be received in the next month.  It was noted that payment of gravel taxes of $19,515 were received in August for the first half of the year.  Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the report.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices
	Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize compensation to the planning commission Chairman Dave Dupay $60 for miles and time spent working on the mandated sign survey for the Township.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize repair of the clerk’s computer, including purchasing new software as required, for up to $400.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Mr. Stempski requested the check to Pearson for roadwork be authorized, but held, pending completion of the street sweeping.  Supervisor Goette moved to pay the invoices presented for payment. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Lot Split Concept, Gary Johnson, 14100 23d St N
	Mr. Johnson appeared before the board with revised conceptual plan to split his 12.3 acre lot.  His neighbor, Sue Bonestroo, has offered to purchase a 6.5 acre parcel, which would then be attached to her current lot.  Mr. McDonald noted that the township would need to verify that the parcels are appropriately combined at the time of sale.  The board also discussed moving of vacating the drainage and utility easement along the current property line.  Mr. Stempski recommended that the easement be retained along the new lot lines.  
	Supervisor Goette moved to approve the subdivision of the lot to two parcels, defined as parcel A and B, on the condition that Mr. McDonald review and approve a developer’s agreement ensuring the combination of the lot with Ms. Bonestroo’s existing lot.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.



Request for Variance to allow Accessory Building Closer to the Side Lot Line
	Ms. Kathy Masson appeared before the board to request a variance to allow the construction of a 120 sq foot accessory building 10 feet from the side lot line.  It would be in the tree line.  No action was requested at this time.
         
Request for Lot Split, Gerald Peterson, 14301 10th St
	Mr. Gerald Peterson appeared before the board to transfer property to his daughter’s neighboring lot and create an additional 2.5 acre lot.  The proposal would create a total of three parcels.  No action was requested at this time.

Conditional Use Permit Adjustment, Mr. Brad Cornell
	Mr. Brad Cornell, proprietor of Countryside Photography on Neil Avenue, appeared before the board to request a 3 x 4 sign and expanded operations on Monday through Saturday from 8 AM to 5 PM.  The discussion revealed some potential confusion in the ordinances.  The board requested the Planning Commission review the ordinances with respect to sign restrictions.  
	Mr. Cornell noted that the 3 x 4 sign is allowed under certain provisions of the ordinance, and had concerns about the visibility of a smaller sign specified under the home occupation ordinances.  Supervisor Goette requested that the sign not be illuminated.  
	Chairman Kyllo moved to amend Brad and Denise Cornell’s home occupation permitted allow for the expanded hours of Saturday 9 AM to 5 PM and to allow a 3 x 4 ft sign identifying the business with no illumination.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Proposed Amendment to Accessory Building Specification in the Town Ordinance
	The board discussed recommendations from the Planning Commission with regards to accessory building specifications.  The planning commission agreed the current ordinance was too restrictive.  The discussion reviewed the proposals for the allowed number of buildings, the allowed square footage, location of the structure, and structural appearance.  Mr. McDonald noted that with the intention of the Township to republish the town code, changes could be put in to the new code at the time of republication or enacted separately.  
	The consensus was to adopt the first option presented by the planning commission, recommending for lots up to 2.5 acres, to retain the current ordinance language; for lots between 2.5 and 5 acres, to allow up to two outbuildings, with total square footage of 2,000; for lots of 5 to 10 acres, to allow up to three buildings with total square footage of 3,000 square feet; for lots of 10 to 15 acres, to allow up to 4 buildings with up to 4,000 square feet.  The consensus of the board was to increase from 120 to 160 square feet the definition of buildings that are not accessory structures, but required to comply with setback requirements and building codes.  Restrictions on roof pitch and height would be those required of any building, and the board desired language that would ensure the accessory building was complementary to the residence.


Letters of Credit, Holiday Station stores and Artisan
	Mr. Stempski presented an update on the review of the work for Holiday Station stores.  There appears to be some curb areas that are in need of clean up, but nothing that would impact acceptance of the township at this time.  The as built documentation has been received.  The letter of credit expires September 30th.
	For Artisan, Mr. Stempski and Supervisor Goette did a review of the development and observed the base course.  Mr. Thill has requested an extension to pave the wear course next year, to allow for additional time for construction.  Mr. Stempski sees no additional risk with the extension.  The current letter of credit will expire in February.  Supervisor Goette also noted that trees are still within the right of way.
	
Lot Line Realignment, Aggregate Industries
	The board reviewed and signed the proposed transfer of land from Aggregate Industries to Mr. Thole, Mr. Nelson and Mr. Kalal, and the associated boundary adjustments among these properties and Mr. Bedsted’s property.  The road easement is being reserved along the new common boundary line with Aggregate Industries, and not yet conveyed to the Township.  Supervisor Goette moved, seconded by Supervisor Schultz, to authorize the clerk to sign the appropriate deed amendments.  The motion carried.   Deeds were provided to be stamped by the clerk.  

Additional Business
	Chairman Kyllo moved, seconded by Supervisor, Goette, to appoint Supervisor Schultz as the alternative member on the Gateway Corridor Commission representing West Lakeland Township.  The motion carried.

	The board reviewed the agreement for assessment services submitted by Washington County.  Chairman Kyllo moved to accept the contract as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

	Printed copies of the 2010 comprehensive plan are available.  Final approval was tabled until the next regular meeting.

	The board discussed the payment for legal fees associated with the Fultz home occupation conditional use permit.  No escrows were collected.  The board requested the clerk to invoice Mr. Fultz, referencing the appropriate ordinance.

	The date for the March regular meeting was set for March 7, 2011.

	Supervisor Schultz brought before the board complaints about dogs, where provisions of the ordinance and the home occupation permit for the residence.  Chairman Kyllo will draft a letter to send to the homeowners



Adjourn 
Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:00 PM.
