Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the Township Board of Supervisors to order at 7:00 PM.


Approval of the Minutes


Minor corrections were made the minutes recorded for the regular August meeting.  Supervisor Goette moved to approve the minutes as corrected.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the treasurer’s report for August.  The report reflects $55,000 in revenues and $67,000 in expenses.  Most of the disbursements relate to road and bridge expenses.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Three audit firms are preparing bids for the township audit.  Donations have been received for the annual appreciation dinner, and these donations are expected to cover the cost. 

Supervisor Goette asked the board to review the potential of allowing claim forms to be submitted electronically.  Mr. Semrud will research the possibility.

Review and Pay the Bills


Supervisor Goette moved to pay the invoices presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor McPherson and passed.


Supervisor Goette reported to the board the result of the discussion of the invoice for Clean up Days waste removal with Waste Management.  Based on the amount of scrap metal collected, and the current price of scrap metal, the township received a credit of approximately $2,200.  However, the Township still paid full cost for the trucks to haul away the scrap.  A competing bid would have provided a higher share of the scrap value, and would have provided the hauling equipment at no cost.  Supervisor Goette contends that Waste Management did not approach the project in a fair and equitable manner.  It was recommended that a letter be included with the final payment expressing concern over the perceived inequity in the cost and profit sharing.  Supervisor Goette will draft the letter.

Residential Construction, Mr. Dan Ruza, 20th St Ct N


Mr. Stensland presented a status update on the construction of a primary residence at the property owned by Mr. Dan Ruza on 20th St Ct N.  The basement and footings have been completed and inspection. The foundation is built, pending inspection.  Mr. Ruza is proceeding on construction in compliance with the Township ordinances and per the agreement with the Board of Supervisors.

Participation in the EMWREP (East Metro Water Resource Education Program


Chairman Kyllo presented a proposal to participate in the East Metro Water Resource Education Program at an annual cost of $500.  After discussion of this program with Mr. Jay Riggs, of the Washington County Soil and Water Conservation District, Ms. Amy Garcia of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and Mr. Woodruff, the Township engineer, he recommends participation.  Participation would comply with the mandatory educational requirements of the MS4 permit mandated by the MPCA and be less costly than alternatives.  The program includes training seminars, public outreach, newspaper articles, flyers, web communication, displays, etc.  Supervisor Goette moved to participate in the program at the annual cost of $500.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.
Regular Town Board Meeting Schedule


The clerk provided a list of dates for the scheduled regular town board meetings.  Alternative dates are needed for the November and April meetings.   Supervisor McPherson moved to hold the November 2008 regular meeting on November 3, 2008 and the April 2009 regular meeting on April 6, 2009.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Additional Business


A lost dog from outside the Township was picked up by the animal control officer.  The board directed that a second letter be sent to the owner by the clerk, indicating that if reimbursement was not made, the action would be referred to the Township Attorney.

Supervisor Goette asked the board to consider determining if an electronic process to support burning permits could be developed in conjunction with the County.


Colette Urich from Xcel offered to the Township a community spokesman to discuss energy conservation practices.  The contact information will be provided to the clerk.

Adjourn

Having no further business, Supervisor McPherson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 8:15 PM.
