Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the April 2010 regular meeting to order at 7:10 PM, April 12, 2010.

Approval of the Minutes:


The minutes of the March 2010 regular meeting were presented for approval.  Mr. McDonald was asked to look into clarification of the action to name the Township on the bond held for the County by Tiller Corporation.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes as corrected.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the reports for February and March.  An abbreviated report was presented at the last meeting.  February income was adjusted to reflect the maturity of a CD held at Lake Elmo bank.  March income was minimal.  Expenses were dominated by snow plowing costs.  Net assets at the end of March were reported as $1.1 million.  Supervisor Goette moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Mr. McDonald noted there were no outstanding issues with the closure of the conditional use permit for the Century College Trucking School.  Mr. Stempksi noted that there are some restoration issues remaining, covered under the Valley Branch Watershed District escrow.  Chairman Kyllo moved to return the remaining escrow for Skinnel properties.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


Mr. Semrud provided a brief summary of the short course attended.  The course was beneficial to all who attended.


Mr. Semrud asked for clarification of who was to be signatories as the banks used by the Township.  After discussion, it was determined that the signatories for banking transactions would include two board members and two staff members.  It was noted that the current authorizations should be assigned to Chairman Dan Kyllo, Supervisor Ron Goette, Mr. Ed Semrud, and Ms. Sue Agrimson.  Mr. Semrud was requested to review the signature cards of all accounts, and ensure that only active township staff are signatories.

 Review and Pay the Bills


Supervisor Goette moved to pay the invoices presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Washington County Sheriff’s Department


Deputy Erickson appeared before the board with the monthly report.  No concerns were noted.  Deputy Erickson noted that the report will be automatically transmitted in the future.

Request for Variance, Mr. John Pritchard, 2501 Oakgreen Ave N, 



Mr. John Pritchard, 2501 Oakgreen Ave N, appeared before the board to build at 12000 sq foot building in front of the residence.  Mr. Pritchard presented aerial photos of the proposed building site.  The topography is such that the most favorable building site is in front of the house.  The site is screened from all sides, 500 feet from the street.  The hardship identified is the limitations imposed on available building sites by the location of the well, the septic, and the steep slopes in the rear of the residence.  The architecture will match the house, and the existing structure will be removed as the proposed building is erected.  Mr. Pritchard was referred to the planning commission, and directed to submit an application and begin the public hearing process.

Drainage at 1424 Paris Trail N


Mr. Jeff Ruebl appeared before the board to review a drainage issue at the property.  Mr. Ruebl started building last May.  The property elevations when planted are different than those noted on the lot as purchased.  The developer pushed excess road fill onto the property, elevating it about 8 feet.  As part of the house construction, a berm was erected between this property and the neighboring lot, to which the stormwater is to drain.  The low spot in the neighborhood is on the neighbor’s property.  Mr. Ruebl requested to remove the berm, and restore the original drainage, which would require work on the neighbor’s property.  


Mr. Stempski requested to review the original plat and drainage plan for St Croix Vista provided by the developer.  Mr. McDonald noted that there needs to be consensus as to the original elevation prior to removing the berm.  No more than the original elevation can be removed.  It was also noted that this home construction should have been reviewed by Middle St Croix Watershed District due to the volume of excavation.


Chairman Kyllo will search the files to determine if the original plat documents could be found.  

Holiday StationStore Letter of Credit


The letter of credit for the Holiday Station Store is set to expire June 1, 2010.  It letter of credit was set at $75,000, as an insurance that the overlay was satisfactory,and to ensure that maintenance was done until the road was done until deeded to the township, it was believed.  Mr. Stempski noted that record drawings have not yet been received.  The letter of credit is irrevocable, so the bank would need to notify the Township if it were not to be renewed.  


Supervisor Goette asked if the letter of credit would b extended past the two year mark, since the Township is not taking possession of the road at this time.  Mr. McDonald will review the language of the development agreement, and report at the next regular meeting.

Joint Powers Agreement for Water Provision


Chairman Kyllo asked Mr. McDonald for an update on the joint powers agreement with Lakeland in regards to extending city water from Lakeland into the portion of West Lakeland south of I-94, serving 3 or 4 homes where the ground water is of concern.  The Joint Powers agreement will address service, maintenance, billing and other operational details. Mr. McDonald is waiting for an update from the City of Lakeland Staff. The work will be paid for by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency, and the current discussion is focusing on design and funding requirements.  It was determined that Mr. Stempski should also review the plans prior to installation. That request will be forwarded to the MCPA as part of the anticipated costs.

Comprehensive Plan


The review and approval of the comprehensive plan was tabled, to allow the planning commission review of the comments received from Valley Branch Watershed District and Middle St Croix Watershed District in regards to the Surface Water Management Plan.

Additional Business


Mr. McDonald provided a draft resolution for signature documenting the approval of the minor subdivision plat awarded to Gordon Moosebrugger at the last regular meeting.


Clean up day is scheduled for May 22.  A draft of the notice was provided by Sue to the board for review.  


The board took under advisement the 2010 Urban Short Course on Apr 22 at Elk River.  No plans were formalized at this time.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 8:53 PM.
