Call to Order

Chairman Dan Kyllo called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM, December 8, 2008.

Approval of Minutes

The minutes for the regular November meeting were reviewed.  Supervisor John McPherson moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Clerk Sue Agrimson, in the absence of the treasurer, presented the treasurer’s report.  Supervisor McPherson moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.  Renewal of the CD’s that are set to mature will be reviewed at the next regular meeting.


The treasurer is confirming the requirement for the audit maintained by the State of Minnesota, and will send out additional requests for proposal.


The invoices for the month were presented for payment.  The clerk was requested to check into the tax liability for tree services.  Supervisor McPherson moved to authorize payment.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Ordinance for Well Advisory Area

The board took up Section 15 of the West Lakeland Ordinance for the Well Advisory Area, relating to sampling and filter installation of new wells.  The dept of health has recommended 0.5 ug/l versus the 5 ug/l in the ordinance.  The clerk provided the proposed redraft of the ordinance, and a summary for publication.  The clerk reported that the service providers for the testing service are able to test to the lower standard.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the draft ordinance and authorize the summary for publication.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

2009 street projects

Mr. Woodruff summarized the road maintenance projects for 2009, focusing on the overlay and sealcoat projects.  TKDA has prepared plans and specs for each project which are currently being advertised.  Bids should be available for review at the regular February meeting.

Building Permit Violation, 1299 Norrell Avenue


Mr. McDonald presented a draft letter to the homeowner, Ms. Roberts, outlining the violation and potential remedies.  A deadline for defining a solution was set for the February regular meeting.  Although Mr. Stensland has received a check for the building permit fees, the board directed the check not be cashed until the resolution could be established.  The homeowner should address not only the lack of permits, but must also address the violation of the ordinance on the size of the building.  A draft resolution was also presented to be registered with the deed as a notice to prospective buyers of the violations.  After discussion, Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the letter and the resolution.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Update on Comprehensive Plan

Dr. Swanson, as Chairman of the Planning Commission, reported that the draft comprehensive plan is completed as proposed to be submitted.  Copies were distributed.  The planning commission would like to get approval to distribute the copies for review, and set the public hearing date.  Comments from the board members were recorded to be considered for the final draft.  Chairman Kyllo moved to accept draft of the Comprehensive Plan 2010 as presented, set a public hearing for the February regular meeting, and authorize distribution of surrounding communities.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried. 

Additional Business

Supervisor McPherson reported a request from the Washington County Historical Society for assistance in financing the move and restoration of the McKeen Schoolhouse being relocated from West Lakeland Township to Boutwell’s.  Supervisor McPherson moved to donate $200 to support preservation of the schoolhouse, noting this was originally located in West Lakeland Township.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.


Chairman Kyllo gave an update on the recouping of past gravel taxes incorrectly paid to the City of Lakeland.  The final resolution is not yet complete.


The board set the prebudget information is set for Wed Feb 4th, at 7:00.

Mr. McDonald requested the board approve the publishing of the amendment of Section 13.02.03, subdivision 1.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve publishing the approved resolution.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Mr. Stensland reported that there are two projects coming up.  The first project is the renovation of the soccer fields on the Valley Athletic Complex. Per the Belwin representative, the plans are still to premature for review.  The second project is Century college truck driving school. The clerk will confirm that the Joint Powers Agreement has been completed by the City of Afton.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor McPherson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 8:20 PM.
