Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the October meeting of the Board of Supervisors to order at 7:01 PM.

Approval of the Minutes


With minor corrections, Supervisor Geotte moved to accept the minutes of the September meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the report for the month of September, reflecting $38,000 in revenue and $83,000 in expenses.  The expected receipt of the second half of the property tax is expected to refresh the reserve balance.


Mr. Semrud reported on the investigation on moving funds from the general fund budgeted expenditures to road and bridge budgeted expenditures. Ms. Rinkenberger found no issues.


Chairman Kyllo moved to accept the report, and authorize a transfer of $12,000 from budgeted engineering expenses from the general fund to the road and bridge fund.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carrie.d

Review and Pay the Bills


Supervisor Schultz moved to review and authorize payment of presented invoices.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


It was noted that Mr. Mark Vierling, representing the petitioning property owner, has not submitted the defined escrow for the lot line adjustments done earlier this year.  The May 2010 minutes reflected a requirement for $500 in escrow.  The board directed the clerk to send an invoice for attorney review fees.

Snowplowing and Sanding Contract


Mr. Steve St. Clair, from Miller Excavating, appeared before the board to review the upcoming plowing season.  The most common issues when plowing, Mr. St. Clair noted, have been damage to sprinkler heads, mailboxes, and items in the right of way.  There have been little issues with cars parked on the streets.  


The current policy on when to activate the plows is that if the snowfall is under two inches, the plows will cover the main school routes, hills and problem corners.  If over two inches, the plows will also do the mainlines, and return to do the streets curb to curb.  For long duration snowfalls, the plows will be out before the buses in the morning, and again when the buses do the return run.  Generally, the plows are out a 3 AM to clear the buslines, and during the daytime complete the streets curb to curb.  The plowing, depending on the snowfall, can be completed in 12 to 24 hours.  Miller will dispatch two or three trucks, as necessary.

Eagle Scout Project, Township Posting Board


Mr. Jesse Marschke, from Bayport Scout Troop 113, presented a proposal to the town board to replace the township posting board with a new structure.  He is looking for this project to be able to complete his Eagle Award.   He showed the town supervisors a propsed design, and reviewed the construction standards and costs.  The clerks and board supervisors reviewed the requirements for the posting board to further clarify the design.  The township representatives will meet Mr. Marschke on site to clarify the placement.

The estimated cost from Mr. Marschke is between $230 and $250.  The quote received for a commercial product was $580 plus shipping.  


Chairman Kyllo moved to approve upto $400 for Mr. Marschke to replace the Township posting board to the standards and design presented and discussed.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried. 

Road Maintenance Update


Supervisor Goette presented a summary of the 2010 road projects.  With the additional $100,000 budgeted in August, it has allowed the Township to complete a number of additional small projects, focusing on keeping roads that are in good shape suitable for use by sealcoating to prevent further damage.  It was noted that major repair will soon be required for 22d Street.


Supervisor Goette recommended that the board consider additional funds for road repair next year if the construction economy remains soft.


Supervisor Schultz noted that the sign inventory has been completed, and a number of signs are missing or not up to current standards.  These signs must be replaced by 2015, with street name signs to the federal standard by 2018.  It was suggested that future budgets includes $3,000 to $4,000 for sign replacement and repair.

Urban Deer Management 2010 Resolution to allow Hunt


Mr. McDonald presented a draft resolution to issue a permit to Urban Deer Management, and a draft change to the ordinance in regards to bowhunting.  The summary of the proposed change is to follow state guidance when hunting without a permit, to prohit bowhunting within 500 feet of an occupied structure.  With a permit, no distance requirements are in force.


Supervisor Schultz moved to adopt an amendment to ordinance 503.03, to allow by permit, to bow hunt within any distance of an occupied structure.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


Chairman Kyllo moved to adopt the resolution to issue a permit to Urban Deer Management to bowhunt in the township within any distance of an occupied structure with the permission of the resident.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Home Occupation Permit, Larry Stichter, First Derivative Design LLC.  

Mr. Stichter presented a request for a home occupation permit for a mechanical design and engineering services business to be conducted at his residence at 1530 Overlook trail.  The business will generate no traffic or noise, operate from 7 AM to 5 PM Monday through Friday, require no signage, and generate no hazardous waste.  Chairman Kyllo moved to issue the permit.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Comprehensive Plan Approval


Mr. Dupay noted that all approvals are now complete for the West Lakeland Comprehensive Plan.  Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the 2030 Comprehensive Plan as distributed, and authorize a resolution to be drafted documenting the approval  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


A motion was made by Chairman Kyllo to spend up to $500 for printed copies of the Comprehensive Plan for staff and public distribution, and authorize a charge of $11 for a copy of the plan.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, The motion passed, with Supervisor Goette voting nay.

Additional Business


West Lakeland Township has been recognized by the State, as a Yellow Ribbon Community, supporting Minnesota service members and their families.


The planning Commission was directed to review the signage language in the Town Ordinance, and recommend changes to make the code more uniform.


The planning Commission was directed to review the firearm ordinance as it relates to residents on their property.


Mr. Stempski noted that the letter of credit for Artisan has been extended to Sep 30, 2011.


The board reviewed complaints in regards to multiple dogs with violations of the noise ordinance, animal control ordinance, and limits on the number of dogs allowed.  The animal control officer has issued citations.  The clerk was directed to follow up on the citations.


Supervisor Goette presented to the board his letter of resignation, requesting to serve no longer than December 2010.  Chairman Kyllo accepted the letter regretfully, and thanked Supervisor Goette for his service.  A search committee was formed to begin the process to identify a replacement.  

Adjourn:


Having no further business, Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 PM
