Call to Order


Chairman Dan Kyllo called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Approval of the Minutes


Minor corrections were made to the discussion of Rustling wilds and the permit request for Valley Branch Watershed District.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the minutes with these correction.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the treasurer’s report with $237,000 in receipts and $182,000 in expenses.  The receipts include the first half payment of property taxes.  Disbursements were dominated by road and bridge repair to Tower Asphalt.  Supervisor Goette moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.  A second motion was made by Supervisor McPherson to authorize Mr. Semrud to solicit bids for the upcoming audit.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


Mr. Woodruff provided the final breakdown of costs for Allied Blacktop for street repair, with a final total of $45,900.80.  Allied Blacktop did the sealcoat, and Tower Asphalt the remainder of the repair work. Between the two projects, the total invoices were $1,600 more than initially contracted.  Supervisor Goette moved to authorize payment.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Review and Pay the Bills


Supervisor Goette moved to approve payment of  the invoices presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Bryant Rock Quarry Permit


Bryant Rock appeared to extend their permit for quarry operation in the township.  There are no significant changes in operations.  The DNR is pending a ruling on the permit for well operations, in terms of the amount of water being recycled.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve renewal of the permit.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Urban Deer Management – Matt Reischl


Urban Deer Management will be welcome back this hunting season to continue harvesting deer in the township.  This year, there is no limit on anterless deer inside the city.  The season begins September 13 through December 31, 2008.  Matt asked if there has been a decline in the complaints.  Supervisor McPherson moved to extend the permit to Urban Deer Management under the same condition as previous years, to include a variance for discharge of a bow from within 500 to 200 feet of residence.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

T Mobile request for Monopole


Mr. Pat Conlin represented T-Mobile in a request to build a monopole cell tower.  At this point, no formal request has been presented before the board.  Township and County ordinances allow for such a structure within the Xcel easement.  The previous request to leverage current Xcel towers proved to not be executable by T-Mobile.  The board consensus was that there would be negative impact on the adjoining landowners.  The previous proposal discussed with T-Mobile of putting on an Xcel tower was not executable because T-Mobile could not reach financial agreement with the landowners involved.  

Rustling Wilds Development



The board reviewed a draft resolution clarifying the requirements for final plat approval.  With this clarification, there are still items missing for final plat approval.  It does not require a resolution of any potential litigation.  After review of the escrow account, it was agreed that $4,000 would be requested of the developer.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the draft resolution.  Seconded, by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

MS4 (metropolititan separate storm sewer systems) permit – 


Notification was received a letter of warning from the MPCA that the township is in arrears in completing this process.  The planning commission requested assistance, because of the technical requirements and complexity of the permit application.  The board discuss authorizing the planning commission to work with TDKA to complete the permit application process.  Estimate cost would be about $2,500.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve TDKA to assist in the completion of the process.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Conditional Use Permit, Ms. Suzanne Keller


An application was reviewed for an application for a conditional use permit for Suzanne Keller, 1430 Neil, for a business in wellness coaching – Progressive Paths, LLC – specializing in personal training and/or wellness coaching.  No traffic is expected at the home.  Supervisor McPherson moved to approve the permit.  Supervisor Goette seconded the motion. The motion carried.

Additional Business


Mr. McDonald provided an update on the action with Mr. Roger Young, who built an accessory structure in violation of town ordinances.  Mr. Young has been served, pending response.  Chairman Kyllo signed the complaint on behalf of the board.  Supervisor McPherson moved to ratify the Chairman’s action to sign the complaint of violation on behalf of the board.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


A permit has been issued for Mr. Ruza to complete the house on this lot, and work has started.  Mr. Stensland will monitor for compliance.


Garbage reported as being dumped within the Township is on the property of the Metropolitan Airport.  West Lakeland is not responsible for cleanup.

Adjourn


Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting, having no further business.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:2y PM.
