Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the December regular meeting to order after the departure of Santa Claus at 7:35 PM.

Approval of the Minutes:


Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the minutes of the November meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the treasurer’s report for the month of November.  The report reflects $17,000 in receipts, and expenses of $53,000.  Expenses were primarily generated by the road and bridge work authorized previously.  With the receipt of the second half of the property tax, the township should be back at a zero balance.  Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Approve and Pay the Bills


Mr. Stempski clarified the invoice for the core borings for 30th Street as a shared expense with Baytown.  The work was done under budget.  The data will allow the analysis and cost estimate for the repair of the road.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Schultz to authorize purchase of a $100 gift certificate for Santa Claus to show appreciation for his visit.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Ebner.  The motion carried.


Mr. Semrud requests funds be authorize for computer repair.  Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize up to $100 for diagnosis and repair of the treasurer’s system.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion passed.

Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Posting Board


Jesse Marshke, as his Eagle Scout project, completed construction of a new posting board for the Township.  The project exceeded expecations, and was completed under budget.  Chairman Kyllo extended his thanks on behalf of the township.

Update on Special Use Kennel Permit 


The request for the special use kennel permit requested by Mr. Rith Yann discussed in November has been withdrawn at this time.  Since the November meeting, a hearing was held on the citations issued.  Mr. McDonald reported the results of the judicial hearing.  

Coal Fly Ash Legislation Update


Chairman Kyllo presented an update on the revision of the rules pertinent to Coal Fly Ash disposal site.  The MPCA is working on drafting proposed rules, which is expected to conclude the spring of 2011.  

Recodification of Town Ordinance


Each of the supervisors has received the draft copy of the recodification of the town ordinances.  The subcommittee was chartered to redraft the existing ordinances to make the document more user friendly and more organized.  It was agreed to schedule a public hearing for April, to allow sufficient time for internal review.

Gateway Policy Advisory Committee


Chairman Kyllo reported that Mr. Ray Stevens has agreed to be the township representative on the Gateway Policy Advisory Committee.  Supervisor Schultz moved to ratify the appointment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Additional Business


Supervisor Schultz presented to the board a draft of a snow policy document for the Township.  


Supervisor Schultz presented to the board a draft sign standards policy, in compliance with the federally mandated standards.  Sign replacement costs should be considered when creating the next budget.

Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:00 PM.
