Call to Order


Chairman Dan Kyllo called the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors to order at 7:05 PM

Approval of the Minutes


The minutes for the August 3, 2009 regular meeting were reviewed.  After review, minor corrections were made.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes with minor typographical errors correct.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented an updated statement for July 2009, to replace the abbreviated report reviewed at the August 3, 2009 meeting, and a statement for August 2009.  The August report shows income of $2,000, and reflects year to date expenses in excess of revenue of $126,000.  There is a shortfall in revenue, but there is also a year to date shortfall of estimated expenses.  The second half property tax payment is due in December.  Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


Supervisor Goette asked Mr. Semrud to include projections of end of year expenditures as part of the monthly report.

Review and Pay Bills


Supervisor Goette moved to pay the invoices presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Waterford East Right of Way Renovation


Ms. Amy Carolan, Washington County Conservation District, and Ms. Betsy Martin, representative from the Waterford East Homeowner’s Association appeared before the board as a follow up to the request to be authorized to plant natural vegetation in the right of way.  Ms. Carolan provided detail as to the process to be used, the plantings selected.  The intent is to remove the non-native species from the most infested areas and replace these with native plantings of drought-resistant wildflowers and grasses.  The homeowner’s association will be responsible for the installation labor, and the initial watering while the plantings become established. In addition, as part of the approval by the Watershed District, the homeowner’s association has agreed to maintain the plantings for the next ten years.   The board notified the homeowner’s association that any future corrective actions would be the responsibility of the homeowner’s association.  Supervisor Goette asked about the impact on drainage and erosion issues.  Ms. Carolan responded that the species replacing the ragweed and other non-native species have deeper root systems than what is being removed, so drainage issues will be less.  


After discussion Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize the homeowner’s association of Waterford East to proceed with the planting plan as presented in the right of Way on Nordic Avenue, to be done at their own accord, at their own risk, at their own expense, with no responsibility of the Township for accident or injury.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Urban Deer Management


The board reviewed the program for deer population control through the Urban Deer Management organization.  The deer harvest has been less than expected in the past two years.  The board discussed the option of adopting for the interim variance the state standards for distance from a residence.  The board supported continuing the requirement to request approval to hunt from the homeowner.  After discussion, Supervisor Goette moved to authorize a variance to adopt the state of Minnesota Standards for Urban Deer Management to bow hunt closer than the 500 feet from the residence specified in the ordinance for the 2009 bow hunting season, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the resolution outside the public meeting.  Chairman Kyllo seconded the motion.  Supervisor Schultz abstained from the vote, and the motion carried.

Young Pool house


Mr. McDonald reported that he received a call from Mr. Young’s attorney, indicating that the building would be reduced to the allowable square footage, and Mr. Young would be approaching the town board for a permit.  No request has been received to date.  The board discussed continuing with the legal action to define the removal date, with the next available court date in October.  The board directed Mr. McDonald to schedule the action, and notify Mr. Young’s attorney that the permit application had not yet been presented.

MPCA Rulemaking process on Landfill Sitings


Chairman Kyllo provided an update on the meeting of the Metropolitan Pollution Control Agency regarding the rulemaking process for landfill sitings in sensitive hydro geologic areas.  The results of the process fell short of the expectations of the board members, in that it does not identify areas that are not suitable for landfills.  MPCA is continuing the process.

Resolution to Adopt Valley Branch Watershed District and Middle St Croix Water Management Organization Surface Water Management Plan Rules and Performance Standards


A gap noted in the review of the draft Comprehensive Plan is that there was no evidence of Surface Water Management Plan being adopted by the Township.  Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize Mr. McDonald to prepare a resolution to adopt, as appropriate by jurisdiction, the rules and performance standards from either the Valley Branch Watershed District or the Middle St Croix Water Management Organization, with the defaulting regulatory document when jurisdiction was not evident to be the Middle St Croix Water Management Organization.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Gravel Tax Satisfaction and Release Document


The city of Lakeland provided a Gravel Tax Satisfaction and Release Document for review.  The audit determined that from 2002 to 2007, tax revenue was paid to Lakeland, and not the West Lakeland, as required.  West Lakeland, per the audit, is entitled to receive $31,406.64 in tax proceeds from this period.  The document is requesting release from liability for any additional past due payments.  Supervisor Goette expressed disappointment that the entire 8 year period could not be recovered, but only the six years covered by the statute of limitations.  Supervisor Goette moved to sign the agreement.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

2010 Census New Construction Program


After discussion, it was determined that the Township was actively participating in this program in that Mr. Stensland provides monthly data to the State of Minnesota.  Chairman Kyllo will respond to the request accordingly.

Peddling and Soliciting Ordinance


It was noted that ordinance 505 regarding peddling and soliciting was inadvertently not included in the most recent recodification of the ordinances.  The ordinance would need to be readopted.  It was forwarded to the planning commission for review.

Other Business


Resolutions documenting the approval of variances at the August 2009 meeting for Roger Mathieu and John Beulow were presented for signature.


Dr. Edward C. Distel provided a copy of a Photo and Narrative History of Lakeland to the Township for the historical archives.  The board directed the clerk to send a letter of appreciation for the document.


Supervisor Goette moved to authorize a committee to develop a means to review the ordinance book, to review structure and ease of use.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.  The committee will consist of Chairman Kyllo, Scott McDonald, and Betsy Vance.


The board determined a date for the November 2009 regular meeting.  Supervisor Schultz moved to reschedule the meeting for Monday, November 2d.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.


The clerk was directed to contact Santa Claus, to arrange for a December visit to the Township.  


The board reviewed the status of the permit violation of Mr. Busch.  Foreclosure action is underway.  


Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize reimbursement for Supervisor Goette to attend the CTAP Snow and Ice Material Application Seminar.  Supervisor Schultz seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Goette moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned by Chairman Kyllo at 9:200 PM
