Approval of the Minutes


The minutes of the October 11, 2010 regular meeting were reviewed.  It was clarified who to contact in regards for the escrow for the lot line adjustments.  The clerk was directed to contact Mr. Mark Vierling, the representative for the petitioner.  Supervisor Goette moved to accept the minutes as corrected.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Mr. Semrud presented the treasurer’s report, reflecting $21,000 in expenses. Year to date, the Township has spent $170,000 more than received, with the second half payment of the property taxes still pending.  A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Supervisor Goette.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Mr. Semrud presented a report of the Road and Bridge account.  Supervisor Goette commented that the board consider additional funds for road and bridge expenses in 2011 as done in 2010.  It may be appropriate to consider the pending major projects if construction costs and interest rates remain low.  Supervisor Schultz discussed the need for striping the roads.  Mr. Stempski will provide an estimate of the cost.  Striping is generally not required, based upon the type of roadway.  


The final report is a summary of the recognition dinner, showing donations received, list of attendees, still have $578 that can be used for the next recognition dinner.   

Review and Pay Invoices


Supervisor Goette moved to pay the invoices presented.  Supervisor Schultz seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Review application for a Kennel Special Use Permit – Rith Yann, 12540 18th Street

The board reviewed the application of a special use permit requested by Rith Yann.  Mr. Yann indicated that he wished to provide a better understanding of the Pit Bull breed.  He has been breeding the dogs in Washington State for 12 years, and moved to West Lakeland in July.   The board noted that a public hearing would be required for a kennel permit, but Mr.Yann would need to come into compliance prior to consideration of the permit.  With the application for the kennel permit, would be some $600 escrow money required to cover anticipated expenses due 15 days in advance of the hearing date (December 13).


It was noted that there have been a number of complaints in regards to the dogs on the property.  There have been numerous complaints of barking in violation of the ordinance.  It was also noted that the number of dogs on the property exceed that allowed by the ordinance.  Chairman Kyllo noted that there have been at least 17 citations issued for ordinance violations, with a scheduled hearing on November 17th.   The county sheriff’s deputies have been at the property, as have the members of the board.   Mr. Yann has divided the panels between the kennels and upgraded the shock collars to address the barking issue.  The dog most often responsible for the barking is up for sale. The board directed Mr. McDonald to determine options on the part of the township if the violations are not corrected.  
Chairman Kyllo reviewed the status of the complaints with the neighbors representing Horseshoe Acres.  The residents expressed frustration their perception that little has been done to accommodate their concerns.  The activities to address the issues described by Mr. Yann were done in the last week.  Mr.Yann was directed to reduce the number of dogs and come into compliance with the ordinances by the end of the week, or additional action will be reviewed with legal council.  The violations would need to be corrected immediately, and could not be allowed to continue based on a pending permit request.

Fencing Installation at 1909 St Croix Trail


Mr. Stensland brought forward issues with the fence on the Jeff Hause property at 1909 St Croix Trail.  The property abuts to a state highway.  He would like to build a fence between the house and the road, but would require installation in the right of way.  The issue was tabled until the homeowner could be present.

Gateway Corridor Joint Powers Agreement


The board reviewed an amendment to the Gateway Corridor Joint Powers Agreement changing its name from the I94 Corridor to Gateway Corridor, and the amendment of Article 7 which allows the commission to make nonsubstative changes without revision and signature by the member communities.  Supervisor Goette moved to adopt the amendment.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


The board reviewed a request for a member for subcommittees being established by the Gateway Corridor committee.  Supervisor Schultz agreed to attend the technical subcommittee.  Chairman Kyllo will approach Mr. Ray Stevens for the advisory committee. 

Appointment of Supervisor


Mr. Dupay reported on the results of the nominating committee established to find a replacement for the retiring Supervisor Goette.  The committee had a list of seven candidates for review.  After review and consideration, the nominating committee brought forward the recommendation to appoint Mr. Steve Ebner.  Chairman Kyllo moved to appoint Mr. Steve Ebner to replace Mr. Ron Goette as West Lakeland Town Supervisor.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Mr. Ebner was sworn into the position. 

Additional Business


The Chairman signed the resolution documenting the adoption of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.


The board set the start time for the party with Santa to be 5 PM on December 13th, prior to the board meeting.  

Adjourn:


Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.   The meeting was adjourned by Chairman Kyllo at 9:30 PM.
