Board of Review

Chairman Kyllo called the Board of Review to Order at 6:30 PM.  The clerk and treasurer presented a summary of the books for review and audit.  After investigation and review, it was agreed that the statements and the detail ledgers were in agreement.

Regular Meeting Call to Order

Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors to order at 7:00 PM.

Approval of the Minutes

The minutes for the February regular meeting and the special budget meeting were reviewed.  Supervisor Goette moved to accept the minutes of the regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.  Supervisor McPherson moved to accept the minutes of the budget meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Mr. Semrud presented an abbreviated report for February.  All statements have not yet been received.  The report reflected $47,000 in receipts, and $68,000 in disbursements.  

Treasurer’s Report.  Supervisor McPherson moved to accept the report.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Mr. Semrud reported on the additional discussion with the firms under consideration for the audit.  Although both bids were reduced, Mr. Semrud recommended HLB Tautges Redpath, in that this bid provided for more services.  Supervisor Goette moved to authorize the audit by HLB Tautges Redpath.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Review and pay the bills

Mr. Semrud presented invoices for payment.  Not included was an appreciation gift for Santa Claus’ visit to the board meeting in December.  Supervisor Goette moved to authorize a gift certificate in the amount of $100 at the Lake Elmo Inn.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Commissioner Gary Kreisel

Commissioner Gary Kreisel appeared before the board to present a resolution passed by the Washington County Board of Commissioners.  The resolution acknowledges Supervisor McPherson’s 41 years of dedication to West Lakeland Township, and declared March 2, 2009 as John McPherson Day.  Commissioner Kreisel gave his personal thanks to Supervisor and Mrs. McPherson for dedicated support to the Township. 

Building Addition, Lucy Winton Bell Athletic Field

Ms. Colleen Danford, Director of the Lucy Winton Bell Athletic Complex, presented a proposal for an additional multi-purpose building on the complex, south of the pond.  The complex, owned and managed by Belwin, holds 4 softball fields, 9 soccer fields, and 4 football fields for use by the youth, family and community of the local area.  The proposal is to erect a building, constructed by Lester Buildings, which will match the other structures on the site.  The site would be less than 1 acre of disturbance.  The building is approximately 3600 square feet, with an open multi purpose area, with concessions to the north side, and restrooms to the east.  This will allow activity personnel on the grounds to get out of the weather.  No expected increase in traffic is to be generated from the building.  The intent is to start construction in late March.  Approvals have been obtained from Washington County, to include the required septic permits.  Mr. Woodruff recommended that Middle St Croix Water Management Organization be consulted to ensure that storm water management requirements for that organization are met.  Mr. McDonald was directed evaluate the conditional use permit from Washington County and West Lakeland Township to ensure that conditions of the permit continue to be met.  After discussion, Supervisor McPherson moved to authorize issuance of necessary building permits subject to the Town Attorney determining there is no requirement from the Conditional Use Permit issued by Washington County or West Lakeland Township which would indicate a need for a public hearing, and subject to review and approval, if required, by Middle St Croix Water Management Organization.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Chairman Kyllo asked for discussion if the board would consider waiving the building fees for the Athletic complex.  The fees would be approximately $1,862.  Supervisor Goette moved to waive the permit fees, and authorize the Township to pay the building inspector of $525.25 and state surcharge fees of $66.50.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Mr. Joe Bush Ordinance Violation

The board reviewed the progress to date presented by Mr. Bush for resolution of the ordinance violation.  It was agreed that progress could have been more advanced than documented.  Mr. McDonald suggested the board contact the neighboring landowner, Mr. Mergens, to review his support for the concept.  Mr. Bush has been advised of all the planning commission meeting dates.

2010 Budget Approval

Mr. Semrud proposed a revision to the 2010 budget considered at the special budget meeting.  After receiving final information on the road and bridge credit, he recommended the levy be increased to $313,000 in order to qualify for that credit.  Supervisor Goette moved to accept the proposed budget dated 2/23/2009.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Planning Commission

The board was presented a slate of nominees for the vacant seat on the West Lakeland Planning Commission.  After discussion, Supervisor McPherson moved to appoint Mr. Ed Gorman.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

Incorporation of MSCWMO Project Plan into Local Ordinance

The board reviewed the requirements to include MSCWMO project plan review into the local ordinance requirements.  The Middle St Croix Watershed District is to review a project if more than 10,000 sq feet of land is disturbed.  Fees are to be collected by the local municipality to recoup the costs of expenses.  Review charges are $250.00.

The board also discussed how to adopt the watershed storm water management plans from both Middle St Croix and Valley Branch in light of MS4 compliance.  Mr. Woodruff will investigate how to comply across jurisdictions.

Additions to the 2009 Overlay Project

Mr. Woodruff noted that with the bids received last month for the scheduled overlay and seal coat projects, there is capacity in the allocated funds for additional funds.  He recommended that the project be expanded to include an additional 900 feet on Newberry Avenue, as well as the cul-de-sac.  This additional work is estimated at $31,000, still under the total budgeted amount.  Supervisor Goette authorized the change order.  Seconded by Supervisor McPherson, the motion carried.

Gravel Mining

The board reviewed the former ordinance 702.050 for gravel mining.  This ordinance was mistakenly omitted from the recodification done in 2004.  Supervisor McPherson recommended that the level of insurance required be increased.  The ordinance was referred to the planning commission for addition to the current ordinance book.

Additional Business

Supervisor McPherson moved to approve a proclamation congratuling Washington County Historical Society’s 75th Anniversary.   Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.

The board reviewed the handling of electrical waste during Clean up Day on May 16th.  It was determined to let the service to JR appliance.  The clerk was directed to publish rates and procedures, after final discussion with JR’s.  

The board approved and signed a resolution in appreciation of Supervisor John McPherson for his 41 years of service and leadership.

The reorganization meeting was scheduled for Thursday, March 12th, at the home of Chairman Kyllo.

Adjourn

Chairman Kyllo moved to adjourn the meeting, having no additional business.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette, the motion carried.  The regular meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM
