                   Organizational Meeting & Board of Canvass – Residence of Daniel Kyllo

 


                    March 12, 2009

PRESENT:


Chairman Dan Kyllo, Supervisor Ron Goette; Dave Schultz; Clerk Susan Agrimson, Deputy Clerk Mary Rinkenberger

BOARD OF CANVASS:


The Board of Canvass being Daniel Kyllo, Ron Goette and Susan Agrimson convened at 10:15 a.m. to count ballots to verify the results of the March 10, 2009 Annual Town Board Election.  The result was:  Dave Schultz received 142 votes to be seated for a three year term as Supervisor.  One write in:  Vince Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER:


The meeting was called to order at 10:39 a.m.

SWEARING IN:


Newly elected, Dave Schultz, was administered the Oath of Office as Supervisor for a three year term. 

APPOINT CHAIR AND CO-CHAIR


After discussion, Supervisor Schultz made a motion to appoint Supervisor Kyllo as Chairman.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette.  Motion carried.


Supervisor Kyllo made a motion to appoint Supervisor Goette as Co-Chair.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz

As an aside, Supervisor Goette volunteered his complete confidence in Supervisor Kyllo as Chairman.  He has seen his work in the Township and sees his total dedication to the good of the people he represents. Supervisor Schultz reaffirmed his thoughts as well as that of the Board.  He also shared thoughts on newly retired, Supervisor John McPherson’s legacy and philosophy he leaves behind with 41 years of service to West Lakeland Township. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:


The minutes of the March 13, 2008 Organizational Meeting were read.  Supervisor Goette wanted to note that there should be clarification in the Ordinance on cell towers  in order to address the T-Mobile Tower question regarding the past intent of the Board as written in the current Ordinances as commented on by past Supervisor McPherson.  Chairman Kyllo stated that he feels there should be clarification of the information so the Board would have some latitude in the decision making process in the placement of cell towers, aesthetics, etc.  All going back to what’s in the best interest of the Township. 

Supervisor Goette made a motion to accept the minutes as read with notation being made that would show that the current Ordinance regarding the placement of cell towers will be reviewed with the intent to allow the Board more latitude.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz.  Motion carried

COMPENSATION FOR TOWN BOARD


The Board reviewed the job description information that was approved on March 12, 2008.  Supervisor Goette shared his feelings on how the compensation could be changed ; all the while keeping former Supervisor John McPherson’s  legacy and his spirit of keeping taxes down for the residents. He also added that there be the understanding that the Board members will use common sense and judgment in how they will charge off for their time . Mr. Goette also said that from a personal standpoint, he will be prudent in charging for his time and will probably volunteer some of his time. 


One suggestion, upon reviewing the Job Description document, was to take off actual names and keeping it generic.  


In regard to burning permits, Supervisors Goette and Kyllo agreed that charging residents for the permits is not necessary and feel that having residents picking up the permit is a good way to build repertoire and another way of getting to know the community.  Once the person obtains the permit, the fire warden will fax a copy to the Wash. Co. Sheriff’s office.    Supervisor Goette said that he would be happy to fill in when Dan and the two clerks are on Spring break next week.  


As it pertains to the Building Inspector, Supervisor Goette would like to see more solid information his fee structure.  Supervisor Kyllo said that he would contact the inspector on his fee structure and see if that could be available on website.  He would also inquire as to the basis of charging for permits.


One correction to the Job Description document of March 12, 2008 would to add that under Deputy Clerk I duties is coordinating elections and judges “as assigned” by Clerk.  


Clerk Agrimson noted that it would be a good idea to separate out “accounting” detail on each personal voucher for the MS4work done reporting by each Town Board member.  This will provide a good system of what is being spent on unfunded mandates.


Supervisor Schultz made a motion to continue on with the stated duties in job descriptions and pay system as amended.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette,  Motion carried.  


COMPENSATION FOR MODERATOR OF 2009 ANNUAL MEETING


Supervisor Schultz made a motion to compensate Cheryl Talbert, moderator of the annual meeting $60.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette.  Motion carried.

DESIGNATE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER


Upon discussion, Supervisor Kyllo made a motion to retain the Stillwater Gazette for publication of our legal notices.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette.  Motion carried.

BANKS


The Board would like to continue with the 5 banks we currently use as well as the  Jennings Sweep Account.  The Board would like to keep local patronization but understand their fiscal responsibility to the constituents for the best investment options at the time.  It was felt that possibly the trigger point to explore new options would be when the CD’s come up for renewal.

The integrity of Jennings Bank was questioned by Supervisor Schultz.  Supervisor Kyllo said that the issues with the subprime banking practice has been corrected.  He also stated that he is not comfortable with accounts over $100,000.  Supervisor Kyllo made a motion that the Board is of the general consensus that we should continue with the banks we have now but not to discard other options.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette.


Supervisor Kyllo made a motion to authorize the Treasurer to notify the banks we use so they would remove former Supervisor McPherson from the accounts and replace with Supervisor Goette.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz.  Motion carried. 

CONTRACT WITH LAWSON, MARSHALL, MCDONALD(Scott McDonald)


Supervisor Goette made a motion to continue with the legal services of  Attorney Scott McDonald.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz.  Motion carried.

CONTRACT WITH TKDA(Matt Woodruff)


Supervisor Goette made a motion to continue with the contract with TKDA(Matt Woodruff) subject to review of findings on the proposed new contract.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz.  Motion carried.

Complete and Sign List of Officers 2009-2010 for the Mn. Assn of Townships Office 


The Clerk took this task on for the Board and she will send information back to MAT.

New Business:

4-H Resolution

Resident, Amy Novak, requested that the Board look at the funds that will be discontinued by Washington County to the 4-H program.  Supervisor Kyllo explained the position that the County is in.  Supervisor Goette said that West Lakeland has not been financially involved in the 4-H program and does not think that we should pit ourselves against the County on this issue.

No action was taken on this request.

With no further business to discuss, Chairman Kyllo moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Goette. The meeting was adjourned at 12:20 p.m.
