Present: Chairman Dan Kyllo, Supervisor Steven Ebner, Supervisor Dave Schultz, Ms. Sue Agrimson, Township Clerk; Mr. Scott McDonald, Township Attorney; Mr. Dave Dupay, Planning Commission Chair; Mr. Duane Stensland, Building Inspector

Call to Order:

The regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Kyllo at 7:04 PM.

Approval of the Minutes:

The minutes for the March 2013 regular meeting were reviewed.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:
Ms. Agrimson distributed the treasurer’s report for March 2014.  The report reflects $71,163 in receipts, and $53, 414 in expenses.  The current assets of the Township are $1,235,911.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Chairman Kyllo asked about the ability to create a line item in the budget specifically for planning expenses as separate from other engineering expenses for road and bridge projects.  Ms. Agrimson would forward the request to Ms. Olsen.

Review and Pay Invoices:


Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Contract for Fire Services with Bayport Fire Department:

The draft of the agreement for fire services, and the suggested resolution, are not yet available for signature.  Chairman Kyllo will request a status from the Bayport fire chief.
Recycling Contract Request for Proposal:

Supervisor Ebner presented a draft of the request for proposal for recycling services effective January 2015.  Mr. Ebner was commended for his work in preparing this document.  The board discussed the details of the proposal, clarifying the desired number of pickups and container sizes to be suggested.  Mr. McDonald clarified some of the statutory references.  Supervisor Ebner collected the recommendations from the discussion, and will present a revised draft at the next meeting.

Building Inspector Authorities

Mr. Stensland requested the board clarify his authority to access a property.  Normally, an invitation is needed to conduct an inspection, and he has general access to the property to knock on the door, etc.  A reasonable effort should be made to contact the landowner to access the property.  He is empowered to access the property if there is a dangerous situation.   He is authorized to observe from outside the property, and such observations could serve as grounds for a court order to access the property if a suspected violation is observed.

Street Sweeping Agreement

Supervisor Schultz presented the proposal from Miller Excavating for street sweeping for 2014.  Prices have not increased from 2013.  Chairman Kyllo moved to approve and sign the agreement.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Board of Appeal and Equalization:


The minutes of the Board of Appeal and Equalization held April 7, 2014 were presented.  It was noted that the meeting was well attended.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Recodification of Town Ordinances:

Supervisor Ebner provided a copy of the recodified ordinances for review.  The recodification included incorporating text of changes made since the last publication into the body of the document. Mr. McDonald noted that the copy of the ordinance on the website was a reference document, and the record copy is held by the Town Clerk.  Chairman Kyllo moved to adopt the recodification of the West Lakeland Town Code 2014, and authorize the town attorney to draft a notice for publication.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Request for Consideration of Variance Proposal, 1045 Oakgreen Ave, to replace a Damaged Barn:
Due to Ms. Vance’s request of the Town Board, Clerk Agrimson took the minutes for this segment of the meeting:


Ms. Vance is asking the Board to consider a possible variance as she explained to the Board that a barn that they keep their horses in had the roof collapse due to the weight of the snow this winter on half of the structure. She said that the contractor managing the insurance claim said that it would need to be rebuilt from the ground up for at least half of the building. She did produce a sketch of the contours and lot lines. The barn is located at the bottom of the steepest part of the slope coming down the property which moves from 982 feet to 930 feet which if reconstructed would have multiple runoff issues in the pasture and barn.  An option she would like the board to consider is allowing her to re-construct the barn into two buildings which would be better located and smaller than one building by removing a concrete pad to further reduce the existing impervious surfaces on the property 


The Board advised Ms. Vance to appear before the Planning Commission on Tuesday, April 29th to work on a suitable options to the situation she has presented with the uniqueness of the property and present them before the Board for the May 2014 Town Board meeting.

Planning Commission Guidance:

Mr. Dupay asked for additional guidance from the board on how to evaluate the building fee schedule.  Mr. McDonald noted it should reflect an estimate of the township costs to manage the building inspections and monitor compliance.  It was suggested that the UBC could provide an objective standard as a starting point.

Additional Business

A visit by Senator Karen Housley was discussed, and referred to the June regular meeting.


The gravel pit inspections were scheduled for Thursday May 22, at 9:00 AM.  Ms. Agrimson was directed to post the inspections.

Clean Up Day is scheduled for May 17, 2014, 8 AM to noon.

Having no further business, Supervisor Schultz moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 8:47 PM.
