Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Township Board of Supervisors to order at 7:00 PM. 

Approval of the Minutes


Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the minutes of the June 3, 2013 meeting with minor corrections.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report


The May 2013 treasurer’s report reflected $15,871 in receipts and $24,777.   Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices


Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Country Insurance Review

Mr. Chris Sauro presented the annual review of the Township’s insurance coverage maintained with Country Insurance.  No changes were identified to the coverage required.  It was noted that the premium has been reduced.  
2012 Audit

Mr. Kevin Knopick, of Abdo, Eick and Meyers, LLP, presented the results of the audit of the 2012 Township financial records.  He provided the financial statements and a management letter.  Findings included the following, none of which raised significant concern.  First, the financial records for the year were prepared by the auditors, not the Township.  This is a common finding of many government entities of this size.  Second, there were deposits made that were uncollateralized at the end of the year because the township was not notified in a timely manner.  When notified, the issue was corrected.


It was further recommended that deposits be done on a more frequent basis, and that interest earnings be coded into both road and bridge or the general fund, apportioned to the amount of funds in each account.
Request for Public Data, RE:  Washington County Sheriff Substation

Mr. David Triermert, Lake Elmo, requested of the township any public data or records regarding the Washington County Sheriff’s Substation located in the Lake St Croix Beach City Hall.  West Lakeland Township was not part of any discussion on the subject, and therefore has no records to share.  Chairman Kyllo moved to have Mr. McDonald draft a reply of that nature.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Manning Avenue Corridor and St Croix River Crossing Update

Supervisor Schultz attended a Washington County Board meeting May 28, 2013, with the discussion focusing on the Manning Avenue Corridor and St Croix River Crossing.  The contractors for the St Croix River Crossing provided a high level timeline and anticipated road closures.  Washington County Department of Public Works will have monthly meetings on the Manning Avenue Corridor, with the intent to finalize the plan by July 2014.  
Interim Ordinance to Temporarily Prohibit Establishment of New Commercial Uses in the Southwest Quarter of Section 31

Mr. McDonald presented the interim ordinance to prohibit establishment of new commercial uses in the southwest quarter of section 31.  The board discussed the direction to continue the review.  The board will create a subcommittee of relevant stakeholders, including the supervisors, neighbors, landowners, business owners and members of the planning commission.  The board will also begin a search for a planner or planning services.  Mr. Dupay was directed to have the planning commission start developing questions and a statement of work for a planner.  Chairman Kyllo moved to accept the interim ordinance.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Home Occupation Permits

Ms. Agrimson and Supervisor Schultz have received back responses to the notices to update home occupation permits.  Supervisor Ebner will catalog the responses, and the board will determine the next course of action.


Trichloroethylene Levels in the Well Advisory Area

There will be a public meeting Jun 26, 2013 to review the Minnesota Department of Health revised health based value for trichloroethylene, a groundwater contaminant, found in some drinking water wells in the Baytown and West Lakeland area.  The Department of Health is recommending moving to 4 UG/L as a revised standard.  The Department of Health is also considering adjusting the boundaries of the well advisory area.  
Other Business


It was noted that the Metropolitan Council estimates the Township population at 4,091 persons and 1,297 households.


The board discussed planning commission vacancies.  Chairman Kyllo moved to appoint Eric Knutson to the planning commission.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.   Supervisor Ebner has approached some other candidates on behalf of the board.


Supervisor Ebner reported back to the board on research of listing businesses on the Township website.  Neighboring communities vary on how much information is posted or available.

Mr. Dupay presented the planning commission’s recommendations for applications for major subdivision, minor subdivision and lot line adjustment.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the proposed forms as drafted.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


June 28, 2013 is the date for the scheduled public meeting concerning the Storm Water Management Annual Report.  The meeting will be held at Gorman’s restraint.

Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting, having no further business.   Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:30 PM.
