Call to Order:

The regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Kyllo at 7:04 PM.

Approval of the Minutes
	The board requested the removal of the word “nonconforming” to describe the existing outbuilding at 1067 Nolan.  A motion to approve the minutes as corrected was made by Supervisor Schultz, and seconded by Supervisor Ebner.  The motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report
	Ms. Olson presented the report for May 2014, reflecting $1,193,598 in current assets.  The report reflected $7,397 in receipts, and $8,540 in expenses.  A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Supervisor Schultz.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices
	Supervisor Ebner moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  The payment for Century Link was not received in time to be included for payment at this meeting.  Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize payment for $56.45 to Century Link outside the meeting, and ratified at the next regular meeting.

Insurance Review
	Mr. Chris Sauro, insurance agent for Countryside Insurance, could not attend the meeting as scheduled, but will send the insurance summary.  The clerk will reschedule the meeting.  Ms. Agrimson noted that the premium payment was due this month.  Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize the premium payment of $1,539 to be signed after review of the insurance summary, and ratified at the next regular board meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
  
Artisan Development, Variance Request and Vacation of Utility Easements
	Mr. Gustave Thill appeared before the board to present a request for a variance for placement of a garage closer to the road than the house on Lot 10.  The concerns with placing elsewhere on the lot behind the houses from the wetland delineation and the significant slopes on the east and north of the existing home.  Setbacks would be met, and screening would be added. Supervisor Ebner requested an aerial view with the driveway, contours and drainfield to illustrate the constraints.  The board directed the clerk to schedule the request for a public hearing, and directed the planning commission to review the request.
	Mr. Thill also brought forward a request to vacate the easements between lots 6 and 7, and have the building site straddle the two existing lots.  This is similar to a request completed to combine lots 12 and 13.  This request will be revisited when the construction is to be done.


HardDrives, Amendment of Conditional Use Permit for Extended Hours
	Mr. Kevin Gannon, representing HardDrives, requested an amendment of the conditional use permit for the gravel operation to allow an extension of hours from 6 AM to 9 PM Monday through Saturday.  More and more of the projects are being bid with work to be done off peak hours.  Mr. McDonald noted that a permanent change would require a public hearing.  The board discussed how to determine the impact of the proposed change on noise and traffic patterns.  Chairman Kyllo made a motion to grant a temporary trial period of extended hours 6 AM to 9 PM, Monday through Saturday, to provide feedback as input for consideration on an amendment to the Conditional Use Permit at the next regular meeting and authorizing the Chairman to restrict the trial period at his discretion.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Aggregate Industries, Amendment of Conditional Use Permit for Extended Hours
	Mr. Tom Burrows, Aggregate Industries, approached he board for a change in hours from 6 AM to 8 PM Monday through Saturday.  Current operation hours are 7 AM to 7 PM Monday through Saturday.   The request is to allow for mining in an area that takes more time to keep up with the production demands.  The area being mined will not have any customer load outs or crushing.  After discussion, Chairman Kyllo moved to grant a temporary trial period of extended hours from 6 AM to 8 PM Monday through Saturday, to provide feedback as input for consideration on an amendment to the Conditional Use Permit at the next regular meeting and authorizing the Chairman to restrict the trial period at his discretion.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Lot Line Adjustment, 1740 Olene
	Mr. David Humphreys, 1740 Olene, appeared before the board to review a request for a lot line adjustment.  Mr. Humphreys bought that lot, and the lot next to it.  There are no buildings on the southern parcel.  Mr. Humphreys is looking for better driveway access, and so doing, realign the lot lines between the two lots, and resell the second lot.  It was noted that the overall square footage of either lot cannot be reduced as they are under the 2.5 acre minimum lot size.  The request was referred to the Planning Commission for evaluation.

Road Repair
	Supervisor Schultz reviewed the spray patching projects with RCM Specialties.  The work is in three parts.  $40,875 provides for township roads.  A second proposal for 30th Street, shared with Baytown, for $13,625.  West Lakeland would bear $6,812.  This is pending Baytown approval.  The final section is $3,925 for seal coat.  Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize the spray patching with RCM specialties as proposed.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
	Seal coat projects are $45,000, in partnership with Lake Elmo, and should be completed in the coming weeks.
	Bids for Manning Trail will be presented at the next Lake Elmo City Council meeting.  West Lakeland’s share of the project continues to be estimated at $63,000.
	Supervisor Schultz discussed the guardrail wire at Quant and 95.  The current bid is $8,600, and looking for some additional bids.

Resolution for Extending the Moratorium on Development
	Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize Resolution, 2014-1 for an interim ordinance temporarily prohibiting new commercial development, extending a moratorium on development in the northeast corner of Manning and I-94, close to the Holiday Station store, effective 1 year from the date of publication.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Planning Commission Appointment
	Chairman Kyllo moved to appoint Mr. Scott Leseman to the vacant position on the Planning Commission.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Bayport Fire Department Contract
	Chairman Kyllo updated the board on the contract for fire services with Bayport.  The city and fire department were supportive of the suggested changes, including extending the termination clause, longer contract period, creation of fire advisory committee, and including the allocation formula into the contract.  Baytown is also supportive of these changes.  Land transfer for the future fire station has been approved by the state and funding from the Anderson Foundation has been received.  Building is expected to start in 2015.

Additional Business
	The Manning Avenue Corridor informational meeting will be held at the Baytown Town Hall on Thursday, June 26.
	Chairman Kyllo reported on the need to clarify the Met Council’s position on extending sewer to West Lakeland, funded by a joint powers agreement.  A meeting is scheduled for the next week.

Public Comment
	Mr. Jim Marciniak, 1127 Nolan, presented written comments to the board.  He also asked why the word “nonconforming” was removed from the May minutes.  Supervisor Schultz noted that it was conforming to the requirements at the time it was constructed.  Supervisor Ebner recused himself from the discussion, as he has a family relationship with Mr. Marciniak.  Mr. Marciniak, raised objections to the size of the new construction, and noted his belief that the new construction was within the setback limitations, and is not being built to the proposed plans.  It was asked if the building, to be continued without a variance, was being extended beyond the existing footprint in an area less than the current setback requirements.  Mr. Duane Stensland was asked to review the structure.  Mr. Marciniak also raised continuing concern that the lot continues to hold excessive debris from the tree service business operated from the site.  Chairman Kyllo noted the activities allowed and not allowed under the home occupation permit.  Mr. Marciniak raised concerns with the location of a future wood burning furnace.  He requested that the burner not be allowed within the setback, and be put as far from his lot as possible.  Mr. Marciniak requested a response from the town board.
	Mr. Vince Anderson commented on the home occupation permit issued for the tree service, suggesting it is not appropriate under the ordinance in his opinion.  He believes it changes the character of the area.  He also suggested the board review regulating wood burning heat.

	Mr. Scott Johnson, 12610 10th Street, requested consideration of an automatic cover in lieu of a fence for pool security.  Stillwater and Grant Township allow that option.  This would require an amendment to the ordinance.  The issue was referred to the planning commission for review.

	Supervisor Ebner move to adjourn.  Supervisor Schultz seconded. Motion carried.
