Meeting 3/3/2014

Call to Order

The regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Kyllo at 7:06 PM.

Approval of the Minutes


Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes for the Feb 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for February 2014.  The report reflected $4,000 in receipts, and $53,600 in expenses. The largest expenses were for snow removal and renewal of the fire contract.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the report.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices


Supervisor Ebner moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Request for Home Occupation Permit, Arlen and Mary Grant, 1286 Oldridge Ave


The board heard a request for a home occupation permit for Arlen and Mary Grant, 1286 Oldridge Ave, to operate a business supplying small building components for facilities in accordance with industry standards.  The business will be retained within the residence, with no manufacturing or bulk storage on the property, with no employees, signage or parking expected.  Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the request as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

RFP for Recycling Contract


Supervisor Ebner presented a draft RFP for the board to review for recycling services to be renewed in December 2014.  The board discussed options.  Supervisor Ebner took the feedback, and will revise the draft for review and the next regular meeting.

Fire Contract Renewal 


The board discussed the proposal for contracted fire support with Bayport Fire Department.  Chairman Kyllo reported his discussion with the staff of Bayport Fire, and revisions based upon concerns raised at the initial review.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the contract with the City of Bayport for the amount of $80,425 for fire protection and other emergency services.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Chairman Kyllo reported on discussion with neighboring communities on support for the proposed new fire station, and the 15 year commitment for its construction.  A written proposal has not yet been presented to the board.  He also noted that the Bayport Fire Department is in support in concept of a multi-year contract term.

Washington County Municipal Water Coalition


Supervisor Ebner reported on the Intergovernmental Agreement regarding Water Supply from the Washington County Municipal Water Coalition.  Based upon the draft legislation, this does not impact West Lakeland at this time.  The board agreed to delay participation on the agreement, and Supervisor Ebner will attend meetings to monitor progress on the issue.

Manning Trail Repair Joint Services Agreement


Mr. McDonald presented a review of the Joint Services Agreement with Lake Elmo regarding the repair of Manning Trail.  Some minor changes were recommended.  Supervisor Schultz moved, seconded by Supervisor Ebner, to authorize signature by the clerk and chairman outside the meeting after minor corrections are completed to the satisfaction of the chairman.  The motion carried.

Manning Corridor Update


It was noted that there will be another open house in the next month.  The majority of the residents along the corridor are in West Lakeland Township.  

Community Comments


Ms. Agrimson brought before the board a resident concern over the home occupation permit issued to Ms. Jane Grant-Aubin.  It was reported that the street becomes congested at the start and end of the classes being offered.  Chairman Kyllo will discuss the concerns with the applicant.

Mr. Vince Anderson noted a concern with the home occupation with the book seller on Neal Ave, indicating the sign is in the township right of way.  He also expressed concern with the tree service operated on Nolan Avenue, with a concern on storage on the property. 
Additional Business

The board discussed attendance at the spring short courses.  Dates were reviewed with the clerk.


The organizational meeting for the Township was set for April 1, 2014 at 9:30 AM.


Supervisor Schultz noted he would be attending a seal coat administrator workshop.


Supervisor Schultz noted a discussion regarding a three year contract for snow plow services.  The current contractor, Miller Excavating, is in support of a longer contract term.


Supervisor Ebner noted that Washington County, per the Star Tribune, will be having new photos taken across the county.  Cities and townships should be able to use the images at no cost under this contract.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:09 PM.
