Call to Order

Chairman Kyllo called to order the March 2013 regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:00 PM.  
Approval of the Minutes.


Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes as reviewed for the February 2013 meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Olson provided the Treasurer’s report for the month of February.  The report reflects $79,000 in receipts, and $88,000 in expenses.  The report reflects township assets of $1.7 million.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  


Ms. Olson noted that U.S. Bank has alternative investment options to present to the township.  She also reviewed the banking options to be presented at the Annual Meeting.  

Pay Invoices


Supervisor Schultz moved to review and pay the invoices.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
 

John Brach, 30th and Oakgreen

Mr. John Brach, owner of the lot at the corner of 30th and Oakgreen, met with the township to explain his plans for the property, focusing on agricultural use as a hobby farm.  He approached the board members to ensure that the proposed activity is within the allowed uses under Township ordinances.  No immediate concerns were noted at this time.

Home Occupation Permit Updates


The board reviewed the process for updating the home occupation permits currently issued within the township.  
A letter will be drafted to current home occupation permit holders to validate the use.  
Replacing Township Engineer


The board reviewed the options for replacing the Township Engineer.  The board supervisors had a second meeting with Focus Engineering to better understand how projects would be implemented through that firm.  The supervisors were satisfied that Focus Engineering would be able to meet the Township’s needs.  The desire of the supervisors is to provide stable, qualified engineering services, and the consensus was that this would be better provided through Focus.  Supervisor Ebner moved to contact with Focus Engineering for the Township engineering services.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.   Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize the clerk to draft a letter to TDKA to release that firm from Township services, and to authorize the chairman to sign the letter on behalf of the board of supervisors.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Additional Business:


The holiday donation to Valley Outreach after Santa’s visit was 73 lbs in food donation and $63 cash.


The current Township population is 4,054 with 1,320 housing units as of the December 2012 census.


The clerk was requested to investigate if there was documentation that Bryant Rock had agreed to maintain the township road if they exceeded the 5 ton limit on the road.


Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize up to $650 for the purpose of a projector and camera for the township.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


The board reviewed options for future meeting locations.


The township organizational workshop meeting will be held Tuesday, April 2, 2013.

The annual meeting and Township election is set for Tuesday, March 12, 2013.
