Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Township Board of Supervisors to order at 7:05 PM. 

Approval of the Minutes


Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the minutes of the April 8, 2013 meeting with minor corrections.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report


The April 2013 treasurer’s report reflected $1,872 in receipts and $34,808 in expenses, for a net decrease of $32,953.  The Township assets are at $1,127,867.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices


Supervisor Ebner moved to pay the invoices as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Home Business Permit Application DBA St. Croix Birth and Parenting


Ms. Christelle Hagen, 2270 Neal Avenue, appeared before the board for a home occupation permit for DBA St. Croix Birth and Parenting.  The business will offer a variety of women’s health classes and services, including prenatal care.  There are no employees, but classes are offered in conjunction with an independent contractor.  No birthing services will be offered on site.  No signage is requested.  Classes are limited to three couples.   Supervisor Ebner and Supervisor Schultz both believe the business as described is within the bounds of the home occupation ordinance.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the application.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.
St Croix Montessori School Building Addition

Mr. Dan Rylicki, volunteer parent representing the St Croix Montessori School, appeared before the board to discuss replacing the current animal barn, 9’ x 10’, with a larger structure of 16’ x 24’.  The concept was reviewed at the last planning commission meeting.  The proposal is to add a structure to the 11 acre parcel, which currently has 4 accessory structures, while removing two structures.  This will result in a more compliant lot.  Square footage of accessory structures will be within the allowance of the ordinance, and the number of buildings will be closer to that allowed.  

It was noted by Mr. McDonald that Item 7 of the current conditional use permit can allow additional structures with the approval of the Town Board.  The board considered the structure, and change in the site plan under this provision.  With this provision, it was determined that no variance or hearing is required at this time.

Chairman Kyllo moved, Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, to authorize the construction of a 10’ x 12’ structure, conditioned on the removal of two structures as identified on the site plan, and with the reuse of the existing footprint of one of these structures, under the provision of item 7 on the current Conditional Use Permit.  It was further moved to direct Mr. McDonald to draft a letter documenting compliance after demolition and building permits are issued.  The motion carried.

M&S Tree Removal, contracting for emergency tree removal services


Supervisor Schultz recommended to the board that M&S Tree Removal Service be used for emergency services should trees or related debris need to be removed from roadways or right of ways.  Mr. Matt Schmidt, as a resident of the Township, is willing to be on call as needed.  Contact information was provided to all board members.  Mr. Schmidt is to provide proof of insurance.
Peddling and Solicitation Permit Application, Able Restoration Group

Mr. Dan Lillestol, of Able Restoration Group, 3131 Fernbrook Lane, a general contractor, appeared before the board with a request for a solicitation permit.  The business is an insurance oriented general contractor, and offers homeowners inspection of roof, siding, and such to identify and contract to repair storm damage.  Mr. Lillestol would like to have four of his field representatives to be authorized to solicit business in the Township:  Mr. Matt Elmore, Mr. Jason Offerdahl, Ms. Anne Benson, and Mr. Paul Ciccerallie.  Proposed hours of solicitation would be between 9:30 AM and 8:30 PM.  Field representatives would be uniformed and carry photo identification, and would carry a copy of the approved permit.    Chairman Kyllo noted that the permit could be revoked at the discretion of the board at any time.  After review, Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the permit.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
Advertisement on Township Website


The clerk noted that the township was approached by a nonprofit organization, Wheels for Wishes, to be able to advertise on the Township website.  Currently the Township does not have a policy in regards to unofficial use of the Township website.  The board members discussed potential options. Until a policy is established, and the confines of use defined, the board agreed that no unofficial use should be allowed.

Engineering Update


Mr. Ryan Stempski provided an update on open engineering projects.


Bids for the 2013 seal coat project were opened on May 2, 2013.  Low bidder was Pearson Brothers, at $1.19 per square yard.  The contract will be presented to the Lake Elmo City Council, the partner in the bid process, at their next regular meeting.  The proposed schedule is for a preconstruction meeting and start of work the week of June 10, with substantial completion by July 12, and final completion by August 2.


The files for the Artisan Development have been transferred from TDKA.  Mr. Stempski is waiting to hear from Mr. Thill on the schedule for the prewear course inspection.

Supervisor Schultz was contacted about the Manning Corridor.  Meetings will be held monthly to track progress of activity along that corridor.  Supervisor Schultz will attend for West Lakeland.  


Mr. Stempski spoke to the City of Lake Elmo about the potential of shared services for planning, should West Lakeland choose to move in that direction.  They are open to discussion.


All engineering files from TDKA have not yet been transferred.  Mr. Stempski was directed to contact TDKA to orchestrate the transfer.


Commercial Development Moratorium


The board discussed the possibility of initiating a moratorium on Commercial development in areas of the Township.  The potential for additional development is more immediate with the advent of the Gateway Corridor, and development along I-94 in neighboring communities.  Mr. McDonald was directed to develop a draft resolution for review, and the board will discuss the scope of the effort at the next regular meeting.

Other Business


Chairman Kyllo moved to institute a fee of $30 for the application for a Peddling and Solicitation Permit.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


The board signed the resolution for the Conditional Use Permit Amendment for Aggregate Industries granted at the April 2013 regular meeting.


The board members will be attending the Land Use and Zoning Workshop.

Supervisor Ebner and Supervisor Schultz are planning to attend the Technical Stakeholder meeting for Sunfish Lake, Eagle Point Lake, and Horseshoe Lake.  Horseshoe Lake has the greatest impact on the township.


It was noted that Loren Kalal has resigned from the Planning Commission.  Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize a $100 gift certificate in recognition of his years of service.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Minnesota Department of Health will be hosting a meeting to review updates to TCE standards on May 16, 2013.

Gravel inspections were proposed for the week of May 20.

Adjourn


Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting, having no further business.   Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:45 PM.
