Public Hearing – To Consider an amendment to the Town Code to add Section 10.5 on Home Occupation Interim Use


Chairman Kyllo called the public hearing to order.  The proposed ordinance creates a new category of home occupation use which may be allowed subject to conditions of the Township.  The modifications do not open up any new types of occupations in the township, but allows for some modification of the conditions, and gives the board some leeway to allow uses that are a good fit, but don’t follow the strict interpretation of the ordinance.  Mr. Dave Dupay presented the planning commission comments, which have been integrated into the draft under review.  No public comments were received.  The public hearing was closed at 7:08 PM
Call to Order

The November 2012 regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Kyllo at 7:10 PM.

Approval of the Minutes


Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes for the October 8, 2012 meeting with the minor corrections noted.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report


Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for October 2012.  The report reflects $30,000 in receipts, and $233,000 in disbursements.  The primary disbursements were for road maintenance projects.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Review and Pay Invoices


Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the invoices as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Washington County Historical Society


Mr. Brent Peterson, Executive Director of the Washington County Historical Society, presented to the board on two topics.  First was to consider a donation to the Society to assist in the acquisition and development of a new building for storage and display of historical artifacts.  The society has signed a purchase agreement for a building on Greeley Street.  Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize a donation of $2,000 from the Township.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


The second item for discussion was storage of Township records with the Historical Society.  This is an option that is available to the Township, and a number of municipalities store some or all of their records with the Society.  The clerk will continue to discuss storage options with the Historical Society staff.

Amendment on Home Occupation Interim Use


The board discussed the proposed amendment on Home Occupation Interim Use.  Supervisor Schultz moved to amend and add to the Town Code section 10.5 authorizing an interim permit for Home Occupations, as drafted and to authorize Mr. McDonald to prepare a summary for publication.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Request for Variance, Mr. Robert Ogeay, 1430 Neal Ave


The board reviewed the status of the request for a variance on the setback for an accessory building.  Mr. Ogeay was not present for the discussion.  Chairman Kyllo moved to direct Mr. McDonald to draft a request for extension of 120 days to consider the application to present to Mr. Ogeay, and to deny the request with a contingency to vacate the denial upon receipt of the signed agreement on or before December 1, 2012.  The denial is based upon failure to appear to support the request.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Brian Nichols, Baytown Township


Mr. Nichols appeared before the board to discuss work underway to review the standards put into place by Washington County to determine the impact on residents.  With older homes, the cost of replacing the septic system can be burdensome to older residents.  The concern is that the inspection standards may be greater than is necessary.  Supervisor Schultz moved to appoint Mr. Nichols to represent West Lakeland Township in a fact finding effort to investigate the standards and impact of septic system inspections.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Artisan Development, Vacate Drainage and Utility Easements


Mr. Gustave Thill approached the board about vacating the drainage and utility easements between lots 12 and 13 of Artisan.  The current buyer is looking to purchase both lots and place the home site on the southwest side of the combined lot.  The building site would sit on both lot 12 and 13.   The board’s recommendation was that Mr. Thill replat the two lots into a single parcel, and in that process the drainage and utility easements could be modified to meet the configuration of the new combined parcel.  If done through two lots, it would require a developer’s agreement to ensure that the lots were never sold as separate parcels, and a public hearing for a variance to allow the building to be situated as proposed.  Replatting would not require a public hearing, as it does not qualify as a major subdivision.
Engineering Projects

O’Ryan Trail Improvement Project



Mr. Frank Ticknor presented the close out documents for the project.  The project came in under budget, and as a result the board was presented with a change order for signature.


Drainage Improvements



Chairman Kyllo reported that the culverts that were scheduled for work are completed.  Some additional inspection resulted in a few more projects being identified for recovery.


22nd Street Repair



The Township is still reviewing funding options concerning traffic levels and safety by staying in contact with Washington County and MnDot to improve road issues.
Recycling Contract


Baytown has executed an agreement with Maroney’s for service for Baytown

Township.  A joint agreement is not possible at this time.  The clerk was directed to coordinate a special meeting to discuss renegotiation with Waste Management the last week of November.

East Metro Water Resource Education Program


The board reviewed the proposed agreement between Washington County Conservation District and members of the 2012-2015 East Metro Water Resource Education Program. This agreement provides education to residents, and meets the requirements for the MS4 permit processes. Chairman Kyllo moved to continue with the agreement.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Santa

Santa will be visiting the township on December 10th, prior to the regular meeting.

Additional Busines


Mr. Dale Borash was reappointed to the Valley Branch Watershed District.


Chairman Kyllo moved, seconded by Supervisor Ebner, to sign a draft resolution for the Gateway Corridor Commission supporting the findings of the Alternative Transportation Analysis Study.  The motion carried.


Supervisor Ebner presented findings on the Business Data Recovery Services and Iron Mountain for digital data storage.  The preference was to invest with the Washington County Historical Society.


The Washington County Sherriff’s office requested adoption by the Township of the County’s hazard mitigation plan.  Ms. Agrimson believes that the plan had been previously adopted.  Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the resolution to adopt the plan.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Schultz moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried. Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:41 PM.
