Call to Order
	Chairman Kyllo called together the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:00 PM.

Approval of the Minutes:
	Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the minutes of the August 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
	Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the minutes of the special meeting conducted July 18, 2014, with regard to the Recycling RFP.  Minor comments were returned to the clerk.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
	Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the minutes of the special meetings conducted June 11, 2014 and June 12, 2014 with regard to the Manning Corridor.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Lot Line Adjustment, Mr. David Humphreys
	Mr. David Humphreys presented a revised lot plan concerning the lot line adjustment between the two adjacent lots he owns in Sun Ray Heights.  Mr. Dupay noted that this development has issues with the accurate location of lot markers, and recommended the lot line with the neighboring landowners be verified, and conflicts resolved as part of the lot line adjustment.   Mr. McDonald noted that the title issues would need to be resolved before either of the lots could be sold, with or without the proposed lot line adjustment.  The issue with the lot line adjustment is to determine if sufficient square footage is allocated to each lot.
	A second issue was raised with the use of a driveway easement for access.  It was noted that the location of the driveway as noted on the proposed lot layout would not meet the ordinance standards.  Supervisor Schultz raised concerns with an easement for driveway access, as the lot is sold to future owners.  A solution for driveway access through the cul-de-sac raised additional concerns with managing snow removal as more access drives are added to the cul-de-sac.  Chairman Kyllo raised the question of providing driveway access from Oldridge.  This would require a solution that could manage the steep slopes.
	A third issue raised is concerning the size of the lots.  Currently one lot is 2.34 acres and the other is 2.5 acres.  In modifying the lot line, the lots cannot become more nonconforming.  Mr. McDonald noted that a hearing would be required to create a lot or lots that are more nonconforming than the existing lots.
	The question was raised if the dedication of property to align the exterior property lines could be dependent upon the sale of the property, to avoid dealing with transfer of property while under a mortgage.
	Suggested conditions for approval were posed as to approve the lot line adjustment as proposed on the property lot proposal contingent upon resolving the lot line descriptions on the east end of new parcel two and on the west end of new parcel one and documented in a developer’s agreement to be executed upon sale of either lot; driveway access for new parcel one would be off Oldridge Avenue; and the net area of either of the new lots will be different than the net area of the current lots.  A survey is required, and descriptions created, for approval at a future meeting.

Treasurer’s Report
	Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report, reflecting receipts of $37,997 and $129,311 in expenses.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Pay Invoices
	Supervisor Ebner moved to approve payment for the invoices presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Catering/Event Center at 13635 30th Street
	Mr. Derrek Bratager approached the board with a proposal to locate a catering/event center on 21 acre farm parcel at 13635 30th Street, focusing on rustic barn weddings.  The event center is proposed to operate 5 months a year, from May to October, 2 to 3 days per week, with 200 persons at each event.  Neighboring properties and houses are located away from the barn location designated to be the focus of the event center. 
	Chairman Kyllo noted a similar home occupation was reviewed by the Township at a different site, and recommended the records from that request be reviewed to understand what issues might be raised.  It was also noted that Camerose Hill operates a similar venue in the area.  A site visit was tentatively proposed for September 15th.  

Mailbox Relocation	
	Representatives of the township met with residents of 26th Street cul-de-sac, and it was suggested that mailboxes be voluntarily moved to the entrance of the cul-de-sac to help with snow management.

Update on I-94/Manning Ave Corner Development Review
	Chairman Kyllo, Mr. Gozola and Mr. Dupay will draft and updated communication to the residents to be mailed after the mailing list has been validated.  It was recommended that the website information be updated, including the posting of the upcoming neighborhood open houses.

Recycling Contract Update
	The contractors have been notified that Tennis Sanitation has been selected for the contract, and discussion of the logistics for the transition has begun.  A post card to residents and language in the township newsletter will serve to notify residents of the upcoming change.  An update from Washington County GIS will be available October 1st.  Mr. Dupay suggested that the mailing list be given to Tennis.

Home Occupation Permit
	It was suggested that the language of the home occupation permit be modified to characterize the home occupation as a certificate of compliance instead of a conditional use permit.  A public hearing can be required as a condition to a certificate of compliance.  The concept is that the use is an allowed use, with a certificate of compliance, and conditions placed on the certificate of compliance as requires.  This mirrors the way Washington County manages home occupations.  Supervisor Ebner will draft language for review.

Temporary Signage	
	The board discussed amending the ordinance to clarify the status of temporary construction signs on properties that are undergoing work on siding, roofing, driveways, etc.  in addition to the political, real estate and identification signs.  Mr. Dupay presented the recommendations of the planning commission, which included temporary signage for residential construction activity, garage sales, estate sales, and sales of privately owned equipment with the consent of the owner, with the sign to be less than 3 feet in any dimension, be at least 10 feet from the right of way and be removed within 30 days of the completion of the activity.  Supervisor Ebner will draft language from the planning commission recommendation.

Modification of Clerk Duties
	Chairman Kyllo met with Ms. Agrimson and Ms. Rinkenberger and agreed on a reallocation of responsibilities.  Ms. Rinkenberger will assume responsibilities for tasks such as escrow accounts and records, election coordination, resident lists, gravel pit inspections, kennel permit inspections, well advisory record keeping and phone coverage on an hourly rate.  Chairman Kyllo authorized payment of $10 per hour for the time needed to accomplish these tasks.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Amend Home Occupation for Matt Schmidt
	Mr. Matt Schmidt approached the board to amend his home occupation permit to allow storage of two vehicles outside and allow snow plow services.  Modifying the design of the garage under construction to fit within the setback requirements has reduced the space available for parking.  What would be outside would depend on what is in use and what needs repair.   Additional screening will be provided by a six-foot fence along the property line to the back side of the garage and pine trees along the road.
	It was noted that there is a lack of clarity in the ordinances if vehicles and other equipment must be stored inside or if they can be stored outside.  It was noted that the language specifically allows two vehicles outside.
	Mr. Marciniak raised concerns over the characterization of the home occupation permit and how it has been characterized in previous records. It was also asked if the logs stored on the property would be retained on the property.  Mr. Schmidt noted the logs stored on the property were for personal use, in a wood burning heating system.  
	Chairman Kyllo moved to allow the modification of the permit to indicate two vehicles will be stored outside, and include snow plow services, conditioned on additional screening as described.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Additional Business:
	Manning Trail from 18th Street to 20th Street has been closed for reconstruction.
The next regular meeting will be held October 6, 2014.
The resolution documenting the rejection of the request by Barole trucking for rezoning was not available for signature.  Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize signature outside the regular meeting outside the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
The board signed the resolution documenting the summary of the amendment to the ordinance section 16.5.6.13 relating to pool fencing.
	The board has initiated a search for Planning Commission members.
	The board reviewed and signed the resolutions to amend the hours of operation for Aggregate Industries and Harddrives Inc approved at the August meeting.
	The board agreed to recommend retention of Edward Marchan on the Valley Branch Watershed District.  His current term expires November 2014.

Adjourn
	Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion passed.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:52 PM.
